REGULATIONS 
on pursuing study and registration 
for full-time first-cycle engineering students of the Faculty of Building Services, Hydro and Environmental Engineering
field of study: Environmental Engineering
engineering specialisation: Environmental Engineering


1. Course enrolment and supervision of the course of study
· At the Faculty of Building Services, Hydro and Environmental Engineering, degree programmes are managed via the USOS system.
· The student may attend classes of the study stage for which he or she is registered and, upon the consent of the Dean, classes scheduled for higher stages than the one he or she is registered for (in advance). Completion of courses in advance is only possible for students who can study faster than it is foreseen in the normal study programme. When granting the consent to completion of courses in advance, the following is taken into consideration:
· whether there are places in groups doing the course,
· the student is registered conditionally due to failure to pass some examinations and has passed other design, laboratory, computer classes or tutorials.
· The student is required to attend classes currently being taught, not yet passed, which are included in the educational programme for study stages lower than the one for which he or she is registered.
· Before the beginning of classes, by the deadline set by the Dean, the student shall submit a declaration stating which courses he or she will take in a given semester. The declaration on taking a given course in a semester is done via the USOS-web system.
· When enrolling for courses, the student must bear in mind the number of points required for registration, in accordance with point 2 of this annex to the Resolution.
· Actions done after log-in to USOS-web, such as course declaration, may have financial and administrative consequences.

2. Registration
· A first-year student who has obtained at least 40 points is registered for the second year of first-cycle study.
· A second-year student who has obtained at least 90 points and failed no more than one course from the first year (for no more than 8 ECTS points) is registered for the third year of first-cycle study.
· A third-year student who has obtained at least 150 points, passed all compulsory courses from the first-year study programme and failed no more than one course from the first year (for no more than 7 ECTS points) is registered for the fourth year of first-cycle study.
· A third-year student who has obtained at least 135 points and failed no more than one course from the first year (for no more than 8 ECTS points) is registered once again for the third year of first-cycle study.
· A fourth-year student who has obtained at least 190 points, passed all compulsory courses from the first-year study programme, failed no more than one course from the first year (for no more than 7 ECTS points) and has not retaken the third year is registered once again for the fourth year of first-cycle study.
The student is required to check information on the course of his or her study in the computer system before the registration deadline and clarify any discrepancies in his or her grades with the course tutor immediately.
The student who fails to meet the requirements above is struck from the register of students.

3. Diploma examination
In order to be admitted to the diploma examination, a student is required to: 
· have fulfilled the requirements laid down in the educational programme, 
· have submitted a diploma thesis which has received a positive assessment from the thesis supervisor,
· have submitted complete documentation in accordance with the Dean’s Regulation on the procedures for submission of documentation required prior to the decision on admission to the diploma examination. 

To all matters not settled herein, the Academic Regulations at the Warsaw University of Technology are applicable.
